The deadline to apply is Friday, June 18, 2021.

Registered Nurse,
Health Care Aide,
Massage Therapy,
Medical First Responder,
Recreation Therapy,
Medical Unit Clerk,
Kinesiology.

All applications and essays will be reviewed by July 16, 2021.  The selected applicants will be notified shortly after that.   The awards will be given once the selected applicants submit their proof of attendance in the Healthcare program.  If possible, we would like to give out the awards at the applicable High School Awards ceremonies in October or November.
